Statement of Purpose
At Frenchs Forest Public School every person has

and individual differences are respected. Any behaviour that adversely impacts teaching and
learning and/or interferes with the wellbeing of students will not be accepted.

Implementation
Frenchs Forest School will:
» raise awareness of bullying as a form of unacceptable behaviour
e provide a climate which encourages respect, caring, support for others and
disclosure of bullying incidents
e ensure adequate supervision and monitoring measures are in place
» follow procedures for dealing with incidents of inappropriate behaviour
e provide preventative programs which teach about positive relationships, personal
safety and conflict resolution

Responsibilities

Students, teachers, parents, caregivers and members of the wider school community have a
shared responsibility to create a safe and happy environment, free from all forms of
bullying.

At Frenchs Forest Public School teachers, students and parents will work together to ensure
